Course Description:
This course is designed for beginner. By taking this course, students will improve pronunciation, learn radicals and core characters, understand basic grammars and structures. A variety of topics covered in this course, like family, job, food, time, date, hobby, weather, etc., which may help students get a great improvement in communication and expression, as well as understand more about Chinese culture.
Course Objective:
Lingual Objectives:
Master Chinese Pronunciation, 21 initials, 38 finals, 4 tones and neutral tone.
Master the combinations of initials and finals.
Master about 150 elementary words.
Master about 25 grammar points.
Master about 8 practical patterns.
Master the basic knowledge about Chinese characters which including the strokes, writing orders and the structures.
Functional Objectives:
Be able to express opinion and talk about some topics on age, hometown, person, family, food, time, plan, etc.
Be able to introduce oneself, greeting people, order food at restaurant, make a schedule, etc.
Improve the proficiency and accuracy in Chinese communication and expression.
Cultural Objectives:
Understand more about Chinese culture and society.
Attain basic intercultural awareness.

Attendance: Students are expected to attend all scheduled class sessions on time and be thoroughly prepared for the day’s class activities. Those who are absent for more than 27 classes regardless of the reasons will not be allowed to take the final exam, nor to get grades. If can not attend class due to sickness or personal emergency, students are required to ask for permission from the program office and course instructor before class or submit related documents (i.e. note from doctor) after class. Such cases will be considered as excused absence.

· Unexcused absence per course hour (which is 45 minutes and there are 3 course hours each afternoon) will lead to 1 point deduction from the final grade (one class day of unexcused absence means 3 points deduction). Being late for class or leave class early for more than 15 minutes will be considered as unexcused absence.

· Being late for class or leave class early within 15 minutes per course hour will lead to 0.5 points deduction from the final grade. 

· Excused absence per course hour will lead to 0.25 points deduction from the final grade (one class day of excused absence means o.75 points deduction).

Class Performance: The grade will be calculated to reflect your participation in class activities, your capacity to introduce ideas and thoughts dealing with the topics. When determining your class participation grade, traditional criteria such as material preparation, and collaborative group work are also evaluated. Additionally, it is important to demonstrate a positive and supportive attitude to the instructor and your classmates, and to give full attention to class activities (i.e., cell-phones off or vibrate, laptop for notes only, etc.). 

Dictation/Quiz: There will be daily dictation or quiz in words and/or sentences level including preview and/or review contents. No make up. 
Homework: Homework is required to be finished by individual or group work. Students should hand in the homework before the deadlines. No late homework accepted. Bonus will be given for homework correction.
Weekly Test: There are 12 weekly tests in total (see course schedule for more details). It will be in written and oral forms in turn. No make up unless you got permission from program office and/or course instructor beforehand.

Exams: The mid-term and final exams include both written and oral productions. Exam time can not be changed unless you got permission from program office and course instructor beforehand.
