I. Preparing to 
    Enter China

You must enter China with a valid passport and student visa (X1 or X2 visa). Please 
apply for the student visa (X1 visa: the duration of study is half a year or more; X2 
visa: the duration of study is within half a year) with the admission notice and visa 
application form (JW202/JW201/DQ) through the Chinese embassy or consulate 
in your country.

X1 visa is a student single entry clearance. Within 30 days after arriving in China 
you MUST complete all the procedures of registration at ECNU and apply to the 
Shanghai Exit-Entry Administration Bureau (SEEAB) for the residence permit, 
which is a multiple entry clearance. If you do not complete this in 30 days, you will 
be fined. Please note that the date shown on X1 visa can be your entry deadline, 
but NOT visa expiration date.

If you are holding an X2 visa, you can stay in China as long as it is valid.
Please do NOT come to China without a visa or with a landing visa, in which case 
you will not be able to get residence permit and have to leave China before your 
current visa expires.

It is strictly stipulated in China that if you remain in China with an expired visa, the 
fine range is from ¥500 (per day) to ¥10,000 by SEEAB. In light of this case, please 
check the expiration date of your visa or residence permit carefully.

B. Insurance
Subject to the regulations of the China Ministry of Education 
and ECNU, in order to guarantee the safety of international 
students during their stay in China, it is required that all 
international students must purchase Comprehensive 
Insurance＆Protection for Foreigners Staying in China. You 
may find more information about the insurance here:

C. Physical Examination
When applying for the student visa (X1 or X2 visa), the 

Chinese embassy or consulate in your country may require 

you to provide Physical Examination Report for Foreigners 

according to your duration of study in China and the visa 

you need to apply for. For detailed requirements and 

instructions please consult the Chinese embassy or 

consulate in your country. If you have a physical 

examination in your country, please bring the ORIGINAL 

report when you come to study in China



II.Leaving Home
A.What to Pack  
The following suggestions are for reference only

Electrical Equipment
The electrical supply system here is 220v. Moreover, the plug and 
socket may be incompatible so please check before departure. 
Multifunction power cords and/or transformers can solve this 
problem, and they are also available in Shanghai.

Clothing
According to the climate condition in Shanghai, winter and summer 
clothes are most commonly used. The highest temperature of 
summer is up to 38℃/100℉ and that of winter is -2℃/28℉. So 
bring at least one warm sweater or cardigan and a jacket for winter.

Many buildings on campus are covered with Wi-Fi. Free broadband 
internet access is provided at all international student residence 
halls. You can bring relevant digital products like a laptop according 
to your own needs.

Digital Products

Life Necessities
The on-campus student dormitories provide only basic furniture 
and equipment. You will need to bring your own essential living 
items such as bedding, towels, toothbrush which can also be 
purchased at supermarkets near the university.



B. How much  
     money to bring

Currency and Bank

RMB (yuan) is the common currency in China. Tuition and accommodation fees are 
required to be paid in RMB. So you need to exchange some currency according to your 
own needs either before you come to China or at the airport.
Banking services are well developed in Shanghai. We recommend you to open an 
account at Industrial and Commercial Bank of China or Bank of China around the 
university for your convenience. Electronic payment is very popular in China, with Alipay 
and WeChat Pay being the most commonly used methods.

Tuition FeesCost of Living

You will need ¥35,000 a year to cover 
your living expenses. This would 
cover a very frugal and basic lifestyle 
in a shared household.

The tuition fees of self-financed 
students are different according to 
your classification and time that you 
study here.

You should pay the tuition fee in the application system or by bank transfer before the 
semester starts. If you want to stop your study within the first two weeks of the 
semester, you will get 70% refund of the tuition fee. No fees will be given later than the 
first two weeks. Your visa and/or residence permit validity will be the same as your paid 
study period.



C. Accommodation   
    and Reservation

Accommodation on Campus

Accommodation is provided in No.1, No.2 International Residence Hall and International 
Exchange service Center on Putuo Campus. The international students can apply for 
accommodation to International Students Office. For more information about

Note: 

The accommodation fees of the above international student 
residence halls are paid by semester. Long-term students who want 
to live in the international student residence halls mentioned above 
should pay the accommodation fee of a whole semester  and won’t 
get refund if they check out before semester ends.

¥2500-¥4500 per month (around university).

D. When to Arrive

Departure from 
Hongqiao Airport:

1. Subway Line 2 to Zhongshan Park, and then 
transfer to Line 3/4 and get off at Jinshajiang 
Road Station or take Bus No.67 or No.765 to 
ECNU. It will take about 1 hour.

2. It will cost about 50 RMB for a 30-minutes’ 
taxi drive from Shanghai Hongqiao Airport to 
ECNU.

If you successfully reserve an on campus dormitory, please 
check in on the designated date. If you arrive early, you 
may face the difficulty of not having a room available or 
you will be charged an additional fee for early check-in.

If you choose to live off campus, We recommend you to arrive in Shanghai one week before the 
registration date in a bid to find accommodation and get used to the new environment. We 
don’t recommend you arrive too early because most students arrive with an X1 visa which is only 
valid for 30 days and you need to finish all procedures about getting residence permit before your 
visa expires.

1. Subway Line 2 to Zhongshan Park, and then 
transfer to Line3/4 and get off at 
Jinshajiang Road Station or take Bus No.67 
or No.765 to ECNU. It will take about 2 
hours.

2. It will cost about 200 RMB for an 1-hour taxi 
drive from Pudong International Airport to 
ECNU.

Before you get ready to leave for China, please recheck if you have prepared everything as 
follows:

□ Apply for and get the entry visa
□ Read and understand relevant regulations 

about visa in this booklet
□ Reserve or arrange accommodation
□ Know and get the contact information of the 

embassy or consulate of your country in 
China

□ Prepare electric source or socket adapter 
(which can be purchased after arrival as well)

□ Make copies of important identity materials 
(such as JW202/JW201/DQ form, passport, 

driver license, plane ticket, graduation 
certificate, physical examination report)

□ Have necessary materials for registration 
(Admission Notice and JW202/JW201/DQ 
form, photo, original copy of physical 
examination report if any, proof of 
registration fee and tuition fee payment for 
self-financed students

□ Prepare available cash and credit cards and 
sufficient living and study money

III. Arrival in China

Within 24 hours upon your arrival, you must get the Registration Form of 
Temporary Residence.
If you live on campus, you may get this form directly at the front desk in your 
residence halls.

Note:

• You need to submit Registration Form of Temporary Residence 
when you apply for a residence permit. Students who enter with 
an X2 visa should keep the form well in case of any check.

• During your study here, if your address is changed, you need to 
go through the same procedures again to get a new Registration 
Form of Temporary Residence. If you go out of China and re-enter 
during your study here, even if you stay in the same place, you 
need to go through the same procedures again to get a new 
Registration Form of Temporary Residence.

If you choose to rent an apartment 
off-campus, you MUST:

Scan the QR Code to register for the 
Registration Form of Temporary Residence. If 
it doesn’t work, please go to the police 
station that’s nearest to your apartment to 
get one. You shall contact your landlord for 
address of the police station.



After arriving in China, please contact the International Students Office as soon as possible and 
acquire information about accommodation registration, physical examination, visa, academic 
enrollment and registration, etc. We are very willing to help you.

E. How to Apply 
    for a Residence 
    Permit

Where do I go?

Who needs to apply for a Residence Permit?
International students who enter China with an X1 
visa must apply for residence permit within 30 
days upon entry.

How much do I have to pay?

> Residence Permit (within one year validity)￥400
> Residence Permit (1-3 years validity)￥800

What should I bring when I go to SEEAB?

a. Passport
b. Admission Notice
c. Visa Application Form (JW201/JW202)
d. Visa and Residence Permit Application Form (from the International Students Office)
e. Health Qualification (from Shanghai International Travel Healthcare Center)
f.  One copy of Registration Form of Temporary Residence (from the International Student 
    Residence Hall if you live on campus or from the local police station if you live off campus)
